
Further
floods in
Ash

Michael Gove has written to the head of Thames Water on behalf of residents
of Ash who have again had their homes flooded with raw sewage.

Previously affected locations on the Avondale estate have been the subject of
sewage surging from manhole covers, sinks and toilets despite a course of action
having already been identified by Thames Water to deal with the issue. The plan
has clearly not been effective as the continuing severe problems in Ash and the
Blackwater Valley area have demonstrated.

Residents are worried that their homes face the risk of becoming unsaleable. Michael
is, therefore, treating the matter as being of the utmost importance.

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Michael has secured a
major commitment from
the Ministry of Defence
this month - local people
will now be fully involved
in drawing up plans for
any development taking
place on the site of the
Deepcut  barracks .

Michael led a cross-party
delegation to meet Defence
Minister Kevan Jones to
demand guarantees that
local people’s voices
would be heard before
plans were drawn up to

build on the site.

The Minister agreed to set
up a working group of
defence officials to liaise
with the local community
and ensure  that  no
unwelcome surprises are
sprung on our area.

Speak ing  a f t e r  the
meeting, Michael said,
“The Minister understood
that local people have to
be involved in any
development on such a
significant site. He realised
that any new housing on
the barracks will place
strain on local roads,
schools and the hospital.
People in Heatherside,
Frimley, Frimley Green
and Mytchett will all be
affected so it’s good news
t h a t  c o m m u n i t y

representatives will now be
in at the beginning of any
discussions and will have a
chance to shape the eventual
outcome.”
Michael was accompanied
to the MoD by Leader of
Surrey Heath Borough
Council, Cllr Moira Gibson;

There are plans for as many
as 1,700 homes on the site
of the barracks and Michael
is fighting to ensure that our
needs, and our environment,
are respected throughout.
